Former Australian sports
minister Tom McVeigh remem-
bered Batchelor and Jamieson

coming to 'I'oowoomba to hold
boxing clinics.

"Warner was always a

gentleman," McVeigh said.
"He was sometimes matched

against the local boxers but they
really were nothin T more than

sparring sessions for' him. Ile
was a very gifted boxer."

Batchelor won a bronze

medal in the 1954 British Empire
Games in Vancouver. After

winning his iirst light at the
Melbourne Olympics, he was

outpointed in his next by Bel-

fast's .lohnny Caldwell, who

became one of the world's top
professionals. Batchelor also
turned professional and became
the flyweight champion of Aus-
tralia by knocking out Bindi
Jack in the third round in Bris-

bane on October 18,1957.

In 1958, he lost to Empire
flyweight champ Donnis Adams
in Durban, South Africa.

In later years, he coached
kids at the Bayside PCYC at
Lota, where he is remembered

as a "wonderful man and a great
coach". He also was a meat

inspector and keen fawn howler.
Batchelor wtus farewetled at a

packed Guardian Angels Cath-
olic Church in Wynnum.

He married Rene Wilson in

1958, after meeting when he was
a volunteer lifeguard on the
Gold Coast. She survives nim

Mr Beth was born in

Loma in 1924 and moved to

he Wynnum area with his
amily six months later.

He attended school at

Wynnum Central and Wyn-
num West Primary Schools
and completed his
secondary education at

Brisbane's Industrial I-ugh
School before entering
teachers' college in 1941.

On his 18th birthday he
applied to join the Royal
Australian Air Force and

served in New Guinea after

completing his training as
a radar operator.

After the war he rejoined
the teaching service and in
1953 was appointed to a
teaching position at Cleve-

land Primary School where
he was to remain for the

next 23 years.

It was during this time
that his enormous interest

in the history of south
Moreton Bay gained mo-
mentum - or, as his wife

Myrtle puts it - he was
was badly bitten by the
history bug.

As well as encouraging
his students to take an

active interest jn the history
of the area, Mr Beitz began
collecting items of histori-
cal interest, including maps,
photographs, books, local

newspapers and even club
reports.

His collection, now

housed in the Wynnum Li-
brary Local History Room,
is used extensively by
schools and adults with an

interest in the history of
the area.

Mrs Beitz, whose own
contribution to the collec-

tion has been considerable,
said library staff and histo-
rians were ensuring that
the collection continued to

grow "every hour o£ every
day''.

She said Mangroves to

BILL Blair, mining executive,

commander of the local Coast

Guard and a Manly resident for
nearly 30 years, was described
by friends as a "rough and
tumble" bloke who made big
decisions and found grand sol-
utions.

Born into a farming family in
Narrabri. NSW. Bill worked on

the family property, Glencairn.
Too young to serve in World War
II, he concentrated instead on

cattle and wheat. His ambition.

however, led him to train as a

mining engineer. When he quali-
fied, he worked on bridges, roads
and oil mining. Soon, he was
offered a job with international

oil survey giant United Geo-
physical. The work took him all
over the world and he was

promoted from company engin-
eer to managing director for the
southern hemisphere.

By 1981. Bill was in the top
ranks of the international oil

business and living in Mt Gray-
att. He became interested in the

Australian Volunteer Coast

Guard and joined the local flo-
tilla at Manly. In 1985 he and his
wife Wendy moved to Manly and
in 1986 he retired from United

Geophysical.
Bill was elected commander in

1993. In 1996, a stroke cut his

Coast Guarcl service short and he

was forced to retire from active

duty. That didn't stop Bill. I-Ic got
a motorised wheelchair and con-

tinued to motor from his home

to the flotilla base every week.
He also had a marine radio in-

stalled on the balcony of his

home overlooking Manly har-
bour. He was a financial member

until his death last week.

In the Second World War Harry
served in the manpower department in
Brisbane.

In the late 50's Harry joined the
Wynnum-Manly Rotary Club.

He was inducted into Rotary by
Crawford Pattison and continued to he

"Mrs Hanscll has a way with

animals. She is always caring for sick
and injured cats and dogs.
"We still have our family cockatoo.

I-Ic is 60 years old.
"There has been a big change in

signwriting these days with the
introduction of plastics.

"Plastic signs adorn most shops even
on the Bayside.

"Not many signwriters use the old
maul stick and signwriter's pencil,"
I-larry said.
Harry still gets a few telephone calls

for painting and signwriting but turns
them down.

He has turned in his licence and has

no vehicle but says that he could
probably drive better than some of
those who are on the roads now.

"One of these days I might be able to
afford a pension, too, if I am lucky,"
Harry added.

Harry has also spent about 25 years
in the Masons with Moreton Lodge and
has gained about 30 degrees.

"1 have also been an honorary ranger

for the Queensland Forestry Department
for the last 20 years as well.

Watched parks
"As a ranger I watched Binna Burra,

Springbrook and O'Reilly's walks to
see that no one took staghorns and
other bush orchids.

"Back in the early 1920's I had a keen
interest in the Manly Yacht Club and
used to sail a 10 foot Sharpie, 'Evans'
with my brother.
"We won several trophies at the time.
"For 12 months I was a starter and

timekeeper with the club.
`I have also been on the Parochial

Council of St Peter's Church of

England, Wynnum for a few years."
He also played bowls with Wynnum

and Manly clubs but gave it up because
of his health.

Now that he has retired from

signwriting Harry spends most of his
time gardening and doing the odd jobs for
churches, the Blue Nursing Service and
societies.

left the area.

"I was having breakfast

and I said `don't be long' and
he said 'no, I won't be long',"
Mrs Booker, 61, said.

''It might have been half

an hour later I thought 'He's
taking a long time, I'll
wander down and see where

he is'. But I couldn't find

him,'' she said

A snapped crab pot line
and abandoned video cam-

era were the only clues to
Mr Booker's whereabouts.

Two months later police
confirmed his remains had

been found in a trapped
crocodile.

Mr Booker's daughter.
Jodie Goodwin, who lives at

Buccan, said the devastated

family was ''incredibly
proud" to see the launch of
a sailboat in his honour.

His friends, members of
